The three highest tests will each be 
worth 20% and the final exam will count for 40%.  You will be given the higher of the 
two overall scores.  There will be NO makeup tests, unless there are DOCUMENTED 
circumstances.  If you know you will miss a test, let me know as soon as possible.  The 
grading scale is:
